ADOPTION STUDY UPDATE (FOR SUBSEQUENT ADOPTIONS) $1,350 Due with re-application

Updating an adoption study following the completion of an adoption, for the purpose of a subsequent
adoption. Includes all application materials, adoption worker interviews, home visit and study ~document
preparation.

THIRD PARTY EXPENSES

In addition to the Agency Fees listed above, families are responsible to pay the various third party
expenses (e.g. USCIS fees, travel and lodging, etc.) required to complete an intercountry adoption.
Please see our individual country information sheets (or consult your Placement Agency for non-LSSMN
country programs) to learn more about the fees commonly incurred from a specific country.

The payment of fees for services rendered
does not guarantee the placement of a child. All fees, timelines and program requirements are subject to change. Fees are non-refundable once the service has been provided. LSSMN
fees will be honored at the rate that is current when the service contract is received by LSSMN. Clients are responsible for non-LSSMN fees billed at the rate current when the service is
provided. The Agency may reduce, waive or refund fees when 1) deemed by the Agency to be in the best Interests of the child; 2) requested by clients due to hardship; or 3) when paid

for services which were not completed. Refunds, when granted, will be made within 60 days.
